ALLIANCE Hockey Try-outs and Hockey Canada Insurance 

At the April 23rd Rep Council Meeting we were asked to get clarification on Game Competition during try-outs and what is required.

The following are requirements as it relates to Try-outs, Exhibition, Intersquad Games and Scrimmages.

Exhibition Games – Require – Referee’s and Game Sheet

Intersquad Games – Any ice time where a game runs from start of ice-time to the finish of ice-time requires Referee’s and a game sheet

Scrimmage – Ice-time that starts with drills runs half the practice and then ends with game competition where teams are formed and game competition begins.  Does not require a game-sheet but must have two coaches on the ice for the duration of the game competition.
All player personnel, referees and coaching staff must be listed on the game sheet for Exhibition and Intersquad Games.
